eBudde Digital Cookie Order Distribution: Remember to distribute all cookies in troop inventory
to girls as often as you can so it’s not piling up and becomes a burden later in the season. GSCB
is also running a “Zero Heros” promotion toward the end of the season for troops who distribute
all their cookie inventory in eBudde to the participating girls in the troop before the Troop final
lockout deadline, more details to come on this promotion as we begin the ending the program.

Remember that Digital Cookie Girl Delivery (and in-hand) Cookies do not automatically transfer
to eBudde from Digital Cookie after the troop submits their Initial Order for girl delivery and in-
hand orders.

The payments are credited to the girl (or the troop site) who sold them, but the
packages must be added manually OR use the Booth Recorder if you’ve signed up
for the booth in eBudde.

Booth sales at your troop’s booths should be recorded in eBudde. You can review
