GSCB and Zoom Update

GSUSA has ended their subscription with Zoom. Due to this, all previously licensed accounts
will now be returned to Basic account plans. You will not lose access to your account or any
previous meeting data. However, with the basic plan, you will now have a 40-minute meeting
limit with a cap of 100 attendees.

Additional Insurance Update

Beginning October 1, 2023, Additional Insurance will no longer be required for Girl Scout
activities, meetings or events, including domestic travel. Additional insurance can still be
purchased for accidents plus sickness coverage if volunteers/staff would like to add on the
sickness coverage, otherwise every participant whether they are members or non-members
will be covered for accidents. International travel will still require additional insurance to be

purchased and remains the same.
