NEWARK, DE -- The Girl Scouts of the Chesapeake Bay announces innovative science adventures for girls in our 2011 Summer Science Day Camp Programs.  Girl Scouts Summer Science Day Camp enables girls to explore the wonders of the natural and physical world at the Lynn W. Williams Science and Technology Lodge, a state-of-the-art “green” facility in Hockessin, DE.
As the first building in Delaware to achieve Platinum Certification for Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design (LEED), the Lodge provides an inspiring setting for girls to investigate all sorts of science wonders using state-of-the-art technology.  For example, girls will learn about engineering through robotics and physics and chemistry through bottle rockets!  They will get close-up views of tiny organisms using our cutting-edge microscopes.  Girls also will spend lots of time in the outdoors exploring Camp Country Center’s trails, woods, meadow and stream.  Summer Science Day Camp at Camp Country Center is available to all girls entering Grades 2 to 8, not just Girl Scouts.
Throughout the Delmarva Peninsula, Girl Scouts offers a spectrum of Summer Camp Programs for girls in Grades K to 12, enabling girls to discover the fun, friendship and power of girls together.  Through our programming, girls develop qualities that will serve them all their lives, such as leadership, strong values, social conscience and conviction about their own potential and self-worth.  
Highlights of 2011 Summer Science Day Camp programs at Camp Country Center include:
Science W...W...Wonder Girls 

For girls entering Grades 2 to 5.  Learn about air, water and energy in the natural world and in our daily lives. We’ll explore water, worms, widgets, wrenches, waves, all sorts of wonderful things. We begin to use the tools of scientists: goggles, magnifiers, water scopes, microscopes, cameras, tweezers and pipettes.

June 20-24, 8 a.m. -5 p.m., $195.
Science Explorers 

For girls entering Grades 5 to 8.  Every day is an adventure in something new. We explore the trails on our 40-acre camp and bring back specimens to investigate more closely in our science lab. We’ll begin learning about physics and geometry as we investigate movement of insects and the architecture of their homes. We’ll also explore chemistry in the kitchen and the science of art with sculpture, photography and computer graphics.  Famous women artists will be highlighted.  Girls also will get to investigate sound waves and light waves from sources millions of light years away. 
June 20-24, 8 a.m. -5 p.m., $195.
Girls In Gear

One or two week choices.  For girls entering Grades 5 to 8.  Girls in Gear Day Camp is a partnership among the Girl Scouts of the Chesapeake Bay, YWCA DE, and Girls, Inc. DE.  Each day includes a variety of technology and science-focused workshops designed to encourage girls to explore.  Each week includes new and exciting workshops.
Week One, August 1-5 –  Robotics for beginners, home architecture, photography, basic computer 
programming, exploring science careers, environmental science, chemistry, science of art and more.

Week Two, August 8-12 – Kitchen chemistry, forensic science, number magic, puzzlers, sky scraper architecture, beach biology, mandalas, math challenges, geometry, geology, astronomy and more.                  

Camp hours both weeks are 9 a.m. -4 p.m., $ 195 per week. 
“Imagine the Possibilities”: Volunteer Day Camp
Run entirely by Girl Scout Volunteers, this Day Camp offers girls in Grades K to 6 a fun week in the outdoors hiking and exploring science through rockets, robotics and more.  Thursday nights are sleepovers and will feature campfires and outdoor cooking!  Girls in Grades 7 to 12 will serve as Teen leaders and gain self confidence and experience in leadership roles.  Three weeks to choose from: 

Week 1 - June 27 to July 1;     Week 2  - July 11 to 15 ;    Week 3  - July 25 to 29 

Volunteer Day Camp open 8:30 a.m. –3 p.m., Monday - Wednesday. Thursdays are sleepovers. Camp ends at 11 a.m. Fridays. Cost is $85 per week.  The first daughter of a five-day volunteer can attend free; $45 for second or third daughters of five-day volunteers.

Transportation and extended day options are available.  Summer Camp registrations are being accepted.  Please note that registrations must be received at least 14 days prior to a program’s starting date.  Register for two or more programs and receive a $10 discount.  Financial aid available.
