      Safety Activity Checkpoint: Challenge Courses

Girl Scouts of the Chesapeake Bay has made two modifications to the Challenge Courses: Safety Activity Checkpoints requirements.  
1. In the section titled “Arrange for transportation and adult supervision,” GSCB agrees to permit a certified adult to lead Daisy and Brownie Girl Scouts in the use of the Zip Line located at Camp Todd.  Use of any other high ropes elements for these grade levels will result in the risk of liability transferring to the leader of the activity and will not be covered by GSCB insurance. The reason for this modification is due to Camp Todd’s Zip Line specific design and construction. In order to receive certification to use the zip line, sign up for one of the adult education sessions found on the GSCB website.  

2. In the section titled “Verify instructor knowledge and experience.” GSCB has modified the requirement for certification for the following elements; Whale Watch, Zig Zag, Trolley, TP Shuffle and Flying Zambini Family. The adult supervising the use of these elements is required to read the GSCB Low-Ropes Element Guide and feel confident in his or her ability to lead such elements. Use of any low ropes element not listed will result in the risk of liability transferring to the leader of the activity and will not be covered by GSCB insurance. The reason for this modification is the low risk involved in these elements.  In order to use the other elements, sign up for the Low-Ropes adult education sessions found on the GSCB website. 
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
