HIGhLIGhTS OF 2009

Operation Taste of Home
Through the generous support of the public, the Council was able to  
provide 34,104 boxes of Girl Scout Cookies to the USO to distribute to 
American Soldiers in Operation Taste of Home. The program also  
enables the public to donate to 52 local charities.

Cookie Program and Fall Product Sales
The Girl Scouts Cookie Program is the premier financial literacy program 
for girls in the United States, enabling them to develop their self-potential, 
relate to others, realize goals and make a positive contribution to their 
communities. In 2009, Girl Scouts in the Delmarva Peninsula sold 88,235 
cases of cookies as they learned important business skills. Vice President 
Joseph R. Biden, Jr., a longtime supporter of the Council, bought Girl 
Scout Cookies from a Cookie Booth. The Fall Product Sales program 
raised $115,022 for girls.

Outreach
Working to ensure that every girl, everywhere, 
can enjoy Girl Scouting, the Council’s growing 
Outreach Initiative served 5,607 at-risk girls 
in underserved communities throughout the 
Peninsula. The program provides girls with  
skills that help them manage challenges and 
adopt healthier behaviors and lifestyles.

Community Partnership
After planting and tending to tomatoes, zucchini, potatoes, squash, okra and more, 
Girl Scouts from Kent County delivered 761 pounds of fresh produce from St. Joseph’s 
Bountiful Harvest Community Garden in Clayton to the Food Bank of Delaware. Created 
in 2009 with Delaware Does More, the Garden involves GSCBC, St. Joseph’s Center 
for Community Service, the Food Bank of Delaware and the Cooperative Extension 
programs of both Delaware State University and the University of Delaware.  

Career Council Dine Arounds
Dine Arounds enable girls to network with successful female 
professionals from a variety of fields, such as biology, 
banking, engineering, law, medicine, politics and more. 
The program helps girls to explore potential career paths 
through one-on-one conversations and group discussions, 
and to build relationships with role models and mentors. 

Legislative Days
Legislative Days offer girls an opportunity to 
meet with their elected officials and to witness 
government in action. Girl Scouts from Troop 706 
met with Virginia State Senator Ralph Northam to 
learn about the legislative process, discuss laws, 
and witness legislative debates, providing them 
with a first hand view of their government. 

Summer Camp
At the Council’s four outstanding Summer Camps, girls 
step beyond their boundaries to discover new talents, 
challenge themselves and make lifelong friends, all while 
developing self confidence and practicing independence. 

Girl Scout Summer Camp is open to all girls, not just 
Girl Scouts. Our professionally trained camp counselors 
encourage girls to work together to plan their own 
experiences in day and overnight programs at Camps 
Grove Point, Todd and Sandy Pines in Maryland, and at 
Camp Country Center in Delaware. Girl Scout Summer 
Camp programs realized a 2 percent increase in 
enrollments in 2009.

Science & Tech Lodge
The Council’s long-awaited Science & Technology Lodge 
at Camp Country Center in Hockessin opened on April 
18, 2009, with a spectacular Grand Opening celebration 
attended by over 100 Council friends, donors, Girl Scouts, 
volunteers, community leaders and elected officials. 

A state-of-the-art, dynamic teaching and conference 
center, the Lodge serves as “science central” for the 
Council by focusing on science, technology, engineering 
and mathematics (STEM) programs for girls. 

In November, the Lodge became the first building in 
Delaware to earn the coveted Platinum Certification for 
Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design (LEED) 
from the U.S. Green Building Council. The Certification 
also was a first for Girl Scouts nationally. 

Engineering Your Tomorrow
Engineering Your Tomorrow kicked off its 20th 
year of partnership between DuPont and the 
Girl Scouts with a razzle-dazzle day of science 
and math experimentation fun. Nearly 100 girls 
participated, working side by side with women 
who have made their careers in science.

The New Girl Scout Leadership Experience

In 2009, the Council joined Girl 
Scouts of the USA and our sister 

Councils in rolling out the New 
Girl Scout Leadership Experience, 
a seismic shift in programming 
for Girl Scouts around the 
globe. This bold new frontier 
in Girl Scouting provides cutting-
edge programs in which girls learn the 
three keys to leadership: to discover their 
talents, dreams and goals; to connect with 
others to build strategies for solutions; and 

to take action collaboratively to make 
the world a better place. It is based on 

a new, nationally consistent model 
that provides six flexible Pathways, 
or approaches, for girls and adults to 
participate in Girl Scouting.   

By encouraging girls to take responsibility 
for designing and leading activities, the 

New Girl Scout Leadership Experience shows 
girls how, through courage, confidence and 
character, they can effect positive change in the 
world and impact the lives of others.
