Girl Scout Background

Caron was a Girl Scout (GS) as a girl for about 8 years: 1963-1971. She began her GS
tenure in Girl Scouts of Central Maryland (GSCM) as a Brownie. When the family
moved to Texas, so her dad could attend an in depth military training course, Caron and
her sister were in Girl Scouts at Fort Bliss, Texas, for 1 year. After the TX council
mergers in 2009, the council name is now GS of the Desert SW-Southern NM and West
TX. When they returned back to Maryland, she was once again registered with GSCM.
Her years as a Girl Scout ended in 9th grade, but why is not remembered.

She became an active volunteer with the Girl Scouts of Chesapeake Bay Council as a
Troop Committee Member in 1990 when her daughter signed up to be a Girl Scout
Brownie. In 1992, when her daughter’s troop needed someone to attend ‘outdoor camp
training,” Caron volunteered. When her daughter reached Cadette age (then 7th grade),
the Junior leader stated she was not going any further. So Caron volunteered to
become the Cadette troop leader. She has been an active leader ever since, with this
year being her 36th volunteer year. Angela, Caron’s daughter, earned her Silver Award
in 1999 and her Gold Award in 2003.
